Author Guidelines for the Journal of the Korean Electrochemical Society

. These guidelines are for the papers submitted to

be published in the journal issued according to
the Article 4 of the Articles of Incorporation of
the Korean Electrochemical Society.

. The submitted paper should not have been

published in another journal.

. “Received Date” is when an article is received at

the journal, “Revised Date” is when a revised
article is received, and “Accepted Date” is when
an article is finally accepted for publication. These
dates shall be indicated in the article published.

. The article should be submitted as one elec-

tronic file including text, figures, and tables
and uploaded online via the journal's online
submission system. Acceptable formats are as
follows: research paper; communication; com-
ment and reply; review paper; erratum.

. Submitted articles are checked for plagiarism using

the crosscheck system. When plagiarism is suspected,
it shall be notified to the author and the author
should give an explanation or a revised article.

. The Korean or English language can be used for

the journal. When an article is written in Korean,
academic terms used in the article may be written
in English together with their Korean translation.

. The article should be printed horizontally on

A4 sheets, with lines double spaced and letters

sized at 12 pt. Limits to the length are:

(1) no limit to research paper and review paper

(2) 10 pages or less for communication, com-
ment and reply, and erratum

. The following items should start on a new page.

(1) Title, author's name, author's institution (writ-
ten in Korean and English, with the cur-
rent institution at the footnote when author's
institution has changed from the time when
research was conducted and with the corre-
sponding author indicated with “*” at the
upper right side of the name.

Korean abstract (600 words or less),

English abstract (200 words or less) and

5 or less English keywords.

(3) Body (Introduction, Experimental, Theory,
Results, Discussion, Conclusions, Acknowl-
edgements, etc.)

(4) References

(5) Tables

(6) Figures and Pictures

. Predicates should be used according to the rec-

ommendations of the Ministry of Education in
the case of articles written in Korean.

All tables should fit A4 paper. Long words in a
table cell should be abbreviated with the abbrevi-
ation defined under the table. All tables should
be numbered with Arabic numerals (ex: Table 1).
Original figures should fit A4 paper. Lines and
letters in figures should be clear even after the
figures are shrunk by half. Figures should be
numbered with Arabic numerals (ex: Fig. 1).

All tables and figures should have English captions.
Captions should be located above the tables. All cap-
tions of figures should be gathered in an appendix.
Abbreviations, sample names, and signs in text,
figures, and tables should be defined where
they are first used.

All units should be converted into SI units

following international standards.

Citations should be noted appropriately in the

text with superscript numbers in half parenthe-

sis indicating the order of citation (ex: Y, 37).

Reference style should be as follows:

Academic journal articles should be indicated

in the order of author's name, title of article,

title of journal, volume number, page number

(year of publication).

Monographs and edited books should be indicated

in the order of author's name, book title, editor’s

name, volume number, page number, publisher's
name, publisher's location (year of publication).

Some information may be omitted when not

available. Abbreviation of journal titles should fol-

low the List of Periodicals of Chemical Abstract.

Authors should submit the author checklist and
the agreement of copyright transfer via the
manuscript submission system.

The journal is published 4 times a year.

Expected publication dates are February 28, May

31, August 31, and November 30 every year.

Copyrights of all articles published in the

Journal of the Korean Electrochemical Society

belongs to the Korean Electrochemical Soci-

ety. When the author wants to use the con-
tents of an article published in the journal, the
author should make a “permission request” and
receive the permission from the society.

Review Policy of the Journal of the Korean Electrochemical Society

Manuscript reviews and decisions follow this
policy. The same policy applies to not only
research paper but also communication, comment
and reply, and review paper.

. More than two reviewers are designated for a

manuscript. Reviewers are appointed by editors
and their names are not revealed to the author(s).

. Decision outcomes are “acceptable” or “not

acceptable”. The manuscript can be acceptable

“without revision”, “after revision”, or “for sec-

ond reviews after revision”.

(1) A manuscript “acceptable without revi-
sion” is accepted without revision.

(2) A manuscript “acceptable after revision” is
accepted after the author(s) revise(s) the
manuscript according to comments of
reviewers and with approval of the revised
manuscript by the reviewers.

(3) A manuscript “for second reviews after
revision” is resubmitted to reviewers for
second reviews after the author(s) revise(s)
the manuscript according to comments of
the reviewers.

(4) English proofreading may be requested for
accepted manuscripts if deemed necessary
by editors.

In one of the following cases, reviewers may

decide that an article is “acceptable after revi-

sion” or “for second reviews after revision” and

provide detailed comments requesting revision or

improvement.

(1) The meaning of a statement is not clear.

(2) A symbol used in or an explanation for a
figure or table is not clear or coherent.

(3) Other cases that require revision or
improvement

. In one of the following cases, reviewers may

decide that an article is “not acceptable” and

provide detailed reasons for rejection.

(1) The article is not creative enough.

(2) The article makes no contribution to exist-
ing research outcomes.

(3) The article is not appropriate for the jour-
nal.

(4) Reviewers have not received a proper reply
or a revised manuscript within 2 months
after requesting revision.

. When editors decide that an article does not

conform to the policy of the journal, they may
refuse to receive the manuscript.

. When a manuscript written in a foreign lan-

guage has a statement that is contextually
unclear or grammatically indecipherable, editors
may request a revision or recommend a resub-
mission after the author(s) rewrite(s) the article
in Korean.

When one reviewer decides an article “accept-

able” and the other “not acceptable”, editors can
have the final say or ask the article to be
reviewed by a third reviewer. The article will
be published or not in the journal according to
the decision of the third reviewer. When the
third reviewer cannot decide, editors have the
final say.

Editors make the final decision on whether to
publish an article or not. One editor may dele-
gate the decision making to another editor.
Reviewers shall review an article and report
their decision and comments via the journal's
online submission system within 2 weeks after
they are asked to review the article.

If reviewers do not reply within 30 days after
being asked for a review, the request for a
review may be withdrawn.

. Editors shall notify reviewers’ comments to the

author within 10 days after they receive the
comments.
When an article is decided to be published, the
decision shall be notified to the author as soon
as possible.
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
